MR. GALVIN: Good morning, Your Honor.

MR. REESE: Good morning, Your Hpnor.

THE COURT: If you will identify yourselves for the
record, please.

MR. REESE: Your Honor, David Reese. I'm here on
behalf of the trustees of the William P. Lear Trust B. And
both of my clients are present in court today, Tommy Tucker
and James Murphy.

MR. GALVIN: John Galvin on behalf of the estate of
Mova Lear.

MR. PATRICK LEAR: Good morning, Your Honor.
Patrick Lear.

MR. CHRISTIAN LEAR: Good morning, Your Honor.
Christian William Lear.

MR. MARTIN: Good morning, Your Honor. Patrick
James Martin of Reno, Nevada, on behalf of Mrs. Shanda Lear
Baylor.

THE COURT: First, this affects all parties in some
way. Miss Gullihur has an envelope containing what appears to .
be signatures of most of the people who stand, who benefit in
any way from the Lear estates urging me, I believe, to approve
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the settlement. I don't know where it came from, butlit's on
Miss Gullihur's desk.

Have you seen this?

MR. REESE: Yes, Your Honor. I have received a copy
of that the other day. It's my undérstanding that there's
only two beneficiaries who have opposed it, and those being --

THE COURT: I thought that was it. I'm glad you
confirmed that.

Have you seen it, Mr. Galvin?

MR. GALVIN: No, I haven't, Your Honor, but I have
heard about it, and know the contents of the letters.

THE COURT: Okay. And secondly, I have in my
possession the settlement document as modified. Mr. Galvin
has been kind enough to provide us with a copy that has been,
let's call it amended, in red writing and scratching out
certain areas of the agreement that are to be deleted.
